- He was betrayed by his
wife Reia and defeated by
a son, Zeus, who released
his brothers

- Kairos was one of them




Kairos

- Contrary to the chronological
time: The time of processes
(Greeks)

- The time of opportunities
(Pitagoras)

- Thetime of God: 1 min=1
year = eternity (early Christian
theology)

- Winged but balanced...

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Results
- Partial community structure at a certain moment
- NOT a permanent diversity pattern

- Similar detectabilities
- Significant correlation between abundance indices and real abundances

Assumptions wusually in ADI scussiono
- The abundance patterns do not vary in time

- Rare species are more prone to extinction

- Rare species are good indicators of habitat quality
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- Pastures for livestock: 200 M ha in Brazil
- Variable stocking rate and productivity
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
